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Study of physiotherapy enjoys a relatively long tradition in the Czech
Republic. Owing to the scientifi c and technical progress it has however
experienced a number of changes that have been substantially refl ected
in the associated legislation as well. Th e presentation - in fi rst part -
points out experiences gained in connection with the newly introduced
process of lifelong learning and especially accreditation process of
physiotherapy as a fi eld of study. In the second part of presentation
most important diagnostic and treatment procedures, on which based
physiotherapeutical education system in Czech Republic, will be
discussed and demonstrated. Specialy will be underlined functional
assessment and treatment approach according to Janda. In the last
part of presentation a contribution to evidence-based-physiotherapy,
in application of sensorimotor training, will be demonstrated and on
example of EMG research documented.
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
